	A hook is present though not followed by important information.

	Body Paragraphs and Organization
	Topic sentences clearly state points and each body paragraph includes quoted pieces of evidence. The writer’s own words effectively explain examples and connect them to the thesis.  Each paragraph contains an effective wrap-up. 
	Topic sentences are included as well as quoted evidence.  Explanations of examples need attention and/or wrap-up is in need of revision.
	Some topic sentences are missing and only a few pieces of quoted evidence included for each body paragraph.  Paragraphs are also missing explanations of quotes and transitions may not be included. 
	Topic sentences are not included.  Quoted evidence and/or explanations are missing for most or all of the body paragraphs.   Transitions are not included.
