Bradley uses Lakefront Lines Inc. for our transportation needs.  For trips to Mad 
River, the buses will leave Bradley at 2:50 PM and return at 9:45 PM.  School ends 
at 2:37, so there is only enough time to grab your equipment and get on the bus.  Plan 
on changing into your ski clothes at Mad River.  Club members are responsible for 
their own clothing and equipment, so label everything with your name and address.  
Make use of the ski check and storage lockers in the Mad River lodge. 
 
Students are responsible for stowing their own gear before school in Room #PE103 
(locker room) from 7:20-7:40 AM.  Advisors will not be responsible for items left 
outside locker room #PE103.  After school, students can retrieve their gear between 
2:37-2:47 PM.  The bus leaves promptly at 2:50 PM!   Busses will be locked while we 
snowboard and ski (until approximately 8:25 PM).

If you have an email address and want to use a credit card to pay online, you can 
register at the Mad River website.  To register: go to www.skimadriver.com.  Click on 
MTM Log-in (in blue, at the very bottom of the page).  Enter group name “hbhs”, then 
enter the password “hbhs”.  Click on “Available Items”.    
 
Using the proper group name and password will save you $20-$30 over regularly 
priced passes.  We cannot refund any purchases made at the Mad River Mountain 
webpage, so please read the entire document before you purchase your pass. 
Please consider purchasing the “refund” option as well.

Once-a-Week passes are good from December – February 28th - on TUESDAYS only-then 
passes are good anytime except Midnight Madness.  Beginning March 1st passes are good 
anytime. for Midnight Madness.. (Register & pay for lift tickets/rentals online; pay Ms. Prahst 
for bus by Friday, November 18th - first come/first served!)  Bus cost- $80.00- payable to 
Hilliard City Schools - write ‘Mad River’ in the memo section.

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Snowshoe, West Virginia - January 21, 2012 

 
We will travel to Snowshoe, West Virginia for a one-day trip (with Hilliard Davidson 
High School Ski Club).  Students must fill out the health and permission form and 
turn in their check in room 212 to ‘Hilliard City Schools’- for $120.00 w/ ‘Snowshoe’ in 
the memo.   
 
If you are participating in the weekly ski trips to Mad River and the Snowshoe trip - 
you must make out TWO checks (one for the bus for Mad River and a separate one 
for Snowshoe). 
 
The schedule is as follows:  
 
Snowshoe:  Saturday January 21, 2011  (6 hour drive) 
Load bus at Hilliard Davidson High School  1:15 a.m.  
Depart from Hilliard Davidson High School-   1:30 a.m. SHARP 
 

1. All school rules apply, as well as Ski and Board Club rules 

Tentative schedule for the rest of the day:  
Arrive in Snowshoe      8:00 a.m. 
Skiing at Snowshoe                approx. 9:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. 
 (We must give the driver 8-9 hours off, so we will tell students of our EXACT departure 
time once we arrive and dismiss the bus driver) 
Lunch        on your own at Snowshoe 
Depart Snowshoe      5:30 p.m. 
A dinner stop on the return trip home (fast food) 
Arrive back at Hilliard Davidson High School            approx. 11:30p.m.

2. Bring warm clothing- and a change of dry clothes- it’s a long ride back to Columbus! 
3. Turn in the Health Form, signed  
4. Turn in the Permission/agreement form, signed 
5. Turn in the check for $120 - payable to Hilliard City Schools- w/ Snowshoe in the 

memo, by Friday, January 6th- remember, space is limited!  The check ONLY covers 
your transportation and lift ticket.  Food is NOT included.  Feel free to pack your 
meals and snacks! 
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Hilliard Davidson Ski and Board Club Rules 
 Mad River and Snowshoe Ski Areas 

 
The following list of guidelines is designed for the safety of the members of the club.  
The understanding of and the adherence to these guidelines by students and parents 
is essential.  All students in the Hilliard Bradley Ski and Snowboard Club are subject 
to all Board of Education policies and Hilliard Bradley High School rules.  These 
include no smoking and no alcohol consumption on the bus or at the ski area.  If a 
student is found in violation of any of school board or Bradley rules, he/she will be 
subject to school disciplinary action and removal from the club.  
 

1. Students will travel to Mad River and/or Snowshoe on the bus, no personal 
transportation is permitted.  

2. Students are expected to comply with reasonable requests of Ski Club 
advisors.  

3. Students are expected to obey all safety rules and requests from the Ski 
patrol, employees of Mad River Mt. and/or Snowshoe and law enforcement 
personnel.  

4. Students are not allowed in the “adult only” areas in the ski lodge.   
5. Students will be on the bus at Bradley at 2:50 PM (Mad River trips only) 
6. Students will be on the bus at Mad River at 8:45 PM SHARP!  Late arrivers may 

forfeit future trips and be subject to disciplinary action. (Mad River trips only) 
7. Students must arrange for transportation and be picked up from Bradley by 

9:45 PM for Mad River trips.  Ski advisors will NOT transport students home.  
Any student who isn’t picked up by 10:05 PM will not be permitted to ski the 
next week.   Students on the Snowshoe trip should be picked up at approx. 
11:30 PM.   

8. In case of emergency, the advisor will phone the number on the emergency 
form.  On Tuesdays, parents may decide to pick up their injured student from 
Mad River.  Seriously injured students may be taken by ambulance to Rutan 
Hospital in Bellefontaine – approx. 10 minutes from the ski resort.  Lakefront 
Lines will not transport a severely injured student. 

9. Club members are expected to be in school on the day following skiing.  Being 
“too tired” from skiing is not an acceptable excuse for missing school.   

10. If a student is removed from the club for any reason, he /she will forfeit club 
membership and no money will be refunded. 

11. Students must know that skiing and snowboarding involve the risk of injury.  
The use of helmets and other protective gear is encouraged.
